Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

We have all been impacted in some way as our nation undergoes an examination of our
past relationships with its Indigenous Peoples. We cannot erase history, but we can look
forward to — and help create — a better future.

As part of the journey towards healing and reconciliation, the Archdiocese of Edmonton
has made a firm commitment to provide funds in support of programs and initiatives that
respond to the various needs that exist among Indigenous Peoples in our local area.

This 1s part of a national effort announced by the Canadian Conference of Catholic Bishops.
The Bishops of Canada have made a $30-million collective financial commitment to
support healing and reconciliation initiatives among Indigenous Peoples. The Archdiocese
and its parishes will contribute three million dollars toward the national goal, using funds
that we have been able to designate and set aside for this purpose.

In addition, since many people have expressed their desire to make a personal contribution
toward this effort, there will be two special parish collections on the weekends of March 5-
6 and March 12-13, 2022. Those who wish to do so can donate through the parish in this
way, or make a gift online through the Archdiocesan website.

I ask you to pray for the success of our Archdiocesan efforts towards healing and
reconciliation. Your participation represents a tangible expression of the commitment of
this local Church, together with dioceses across Canada, to unite and walk together with
the Indigenous Peoples on the long road towards healing and reconciliation.

We live in a time of deep division and wide polarization. Everyone is searching for a way
back to one another. By walking together with Indigenous Peoples along the path of genuine
healing and renewed relationships, we can demonstrate clearly that reconciliation of the
heart and right relationships is not only possible but also can become a reality in our very
day.
